     Children certainly are a gift from the Lord and there is a special blessing that comes with 
being able to positively affect the life of a child.  On Sunday, February 13th The Family 
Church will be taking up a special offering to benefit Operation Smile Train.  Through a 
special grant, they will be able to match our offering dollars 3 to 1!!  
Children can be helped with a surgery that can cost as little as $250 and 
take only about 45 minutes!  Operation Smile Train is currently at work 
in 78 of the world’s poorest nations.  They not only conduct the surger-
ies but also train doctors to provide the surgery for years to come.  We 

are excited to be able to bless children in this way, so begin praying now about what 

your part in this special offering should be. 

     President’s Day will be celebrated on February 22nd this year and as many of you know, this holiday began 
as a celebration of George Washington’s birthday.  It was an Arkansas Senator who introduced the idea of a 
federal holiday to honor our first president.  Senator Steven Wallace proposed the idea in the late 1870’s 
and the bill was signed into law on January 31, 1879 by Rutherford B. Hayes.  Washington’s service began 
before we became a nation with his service in the French and Indian war and his bravery and integrity during 
this time proved a basis for the Second Continental Congress to appoint him commanding general of the 
Continental Army.  While he expected to be away from his home only a short time, this call of duty kept 
him from Mount Vernon for over 8 years.  Washington  sought to return home to the quiet life he had 
known before but he once again answered the call of public service in 1787 by attending and presiding over 
the Constitutional Convention, he then devoted great effort to seeing the Constitution ratified by all 13 col-
onies.  In 1789 he was elected to his first of two terms as President of this great nation and stands in history 
as the only President to be elected by the unanimous voice of the people!  We are a blessed nation due in 
great part to the gifts and sacrifice of men like George Washington, so take a moment this month and be 

thankful!!
